· Sentences that start with “and” or “but” - Incomplete sentences

· Use of slang words
Example: Kate – Could you meet me face to face today before class? I need some more info on 

the homework. If you can help, that would be great! Thanks, Steve
 Academic Language:  
Is like wearing formal attire. It isn’t necessary all the time, but needed for certain occasions.
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Characteristics of Academic Language:

· More sophisticated and content-specific vocabulary use



· Correct use of grammar, complete sentences, transitions, and punctuation

· Correct use of writing format 

· No slang words
